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Annual Training Requirements

NYS El requires 10 hours of workshops/training per calendar year for EVERY provider, no matter how many hours of
services/evals they have provided. Below is an explanation of the certificates that would satisfy this requirement and
instructions for submitting your certificates:

Trainings must be relevant to EI and/or Profession Specific (if Profession Specific, still must be RELIVANT to
ED)

Training(s) must be taken between every year between January 1 and December 31.

Documentation showing course description and the number of hours MUST be submitted if is not stated on the
certificate itself.

Unfortunately, this requirement is NOT prorated. A provider who starts work in January needs to complete the
same number of hours as a provider starting in December.

EVALUATORS: 1.5 of the 10 required hours MUST be evaluation related
